There are moments in our lives that shape us and define who we are. Sometimes during our lives we are faced with injustices, hardships, and obstacles. It is how we handle these incidents (event occurring over a relatively short period of time) that make us who we are today. Your assignment is to describe an experience that is unique to you. Choose one of the following prompts to use for your narrative:


Have you ever stood up for someone or something you believed in?


When did you overcome an obstacle?

Write about an important/significant experience.
This experience may have changed you or made you look at life in a different way. You will write an essay in the first person describing this event. At the end of your incident, briefly explain why the event was important and how it affected you. Did you learn a lesson? Looking back, has your opinion changed? Your reflective statement should linger.
Assignment: You will write an essay that follows the format of an autobiographical incident (a narrative). Your story will discuss a specific incident where you faced an obstacle, had to make a huge decision, made a difference, or stood up for something you believed in, etc.
Include details and vivid language that will help your reader visualize the situation, to see who was involved and what happened. Share how your personal resiliency helped you handle the situation.
